He
spoke about how going to daily Mass helped to
keep him centered and stay strong in his faith. He
was a great witness to living out one’s faith in the
face of disbelief. One thing that he told me stood
out above all the rest. He spoke of his engagement
to his fiancé and how important it was to him that
God was a major part of their relationship and
their lives as individuals as well. He told me he
said something to her like, “If you don’t love Jesus
more than you love me, this is never going to
work.” What an amazing and truly moving wit-
ness!

Songs and books are written about the intense lon-
ging one human being can have for another. We
can describe another as meaning everything to us.
We speak of wanting to offer our complete selves
to our beloved. However, true love is about more
than wanting to be with that person. It is about
wanting that person to know a love even greater
than theirs: the love of God. No love can last with-
out God. My Hollywood friend knew this to be the
case. He showed his true love for his wife-to-be by
sharing more than himself - he shared the very
One who created love.

The written decla-
ration stated that the American
colonies were tired of being ruled by Great
Britain. They wanted to become their own
country. Before the declaration, America was
part of the Kingdom of Great Britain (now
called the United Kingdom). In the 1600s,
people came from Great Britain to settle in
what is now North America. Between 1607
and 1732, the British founded 13 colonies:
Virginia, New York, Massachusetts, Maryland,
Rhode Island, Connecticut, New Hampshire,
Delaware, North Carolina, South Carolina,
New Jersey, Pennsylvania, and Georgia.

JUNHO

Santo Irineu foi bispo de Lido. Nasceu provavel-
mente em Esmirna, na Asia Menor, por volta de 130-
135. Viveu em uma época dilacerada por heresias que
colocavam em risco a unidade da Igreja na fé.

Discipulo de Sdo Policarpo - que havia conhecido
pessoalmente o apostolo S3o Jodo e outras teste-
munhas oculares de Jesus - , Santo Irineu foi, sem
duvida, o escritor cristdo mais importante do século II.
Foi o primeiro a procurar fazer uma sintese do pensa-
mento cristdo, cuja influéncia se faz notar até nossos
dias.

Santo Irineu cujo nome significa “paz”, lutou para
a preservagao da paz e da unidade da Igreja. Era um
homem equilibrado e cheio de ponderacdo. Escreveu
ao papa Vitor, aconselhando-o mui respeitosamente a
evitar toda e qualquer precipitagdo no que dissesse
respeito as comunidades cristas na Asia.

A Florino, seu amigo de infancia que se tornou
gnostico, escreveu: Ndo te ensinaram estas doutrinas,
Florino, os presbiteros que nos precederam, os que
tinham sido discipulos dos apdstolos. E te lembro,
crianga como eu, na Asia inferior, junto a Poli-
carpo...Recordo as coisas de entdo melhor que as
recentes, talvez, porque o que aprendemos de crian-
¢as parece que vai acompanhando-nos e firmando-se
em nos segundo passam os anos. Poderia assinalar o
lugar onde se sentava Policarpo para ensinar seu
modo de vida, os tracos de sua fisionomia e as
palavras que dirigia a multiddo. Poderia reproduzir o
que nos contava de seu trato com Jodo e os demais
que tinham visto o Senhor; e como repetia suas
mesmas palavras... Eu ouvia tudo isto com toda a
alma e ndo o anotava por escrito porque me ficava
gravado no corag¢do e continuo pensando-o e re-
pensando-o, pela graga de Deus, cada dia.

DIA DA INDEPENDENCIA
Também chamado de “4 de
Julho”, Dia da Independén-
cia marca a data historica em
1776 quando a Declaragdo
de Independéncia foi apro-
vada pelo Congresso Conti-
nental. A declaragdo escrita
afirmava que as colOnias j§
americanas estavam cansa-
das de ser governadas pela
Gra-Bretanha. Elas queriam se tornar seu proprio
pais. Antes da declaracdo, a América fazia parte
do Reino da Gra-Bretanha (hoje chamado de
Reino Unido). Nos anos 1600, as pessoas vieram
da Gra-Bretanha para se estabelecer no que hoje
¢ a América do Norte. Entre 1607 e¢ 1732, os
britanicos fundaram 13 colonias:

Virginia, Nova York, Massachusetts, Maryland,
Rhode Island, Connecticut, Nova Hampshire,
Delaware, Carolina do Norte, Carolina do Sul,
Nova Jersey, Pensilvania e Georgia.
